Expressing likes and dislikes: The verb gustar

Gustar is a common verb in Spanish used to express likes and dislikes. When you are
first learning how to use gustar, it can be helpful to learn it as a “chunk” of language
rather than translating directly between English and Spanish.

» To express what you like, use me gusta + [SINGULAR NOUN] or me gustan +
[PLURAL NOUN].

» To express what you like to do, use me gusta + [INFINITIVE FORM OF THE VERB]. (

Me gusta nadar. | like to swim.

Notice that instead of using the subject pronoun yo, you use the indirect object
pronoun me with gustar. These are the indirect object pronouns that you can
use to express other people’s likes and dislikes.

Puerto Rican Pride Puerto Ricans are United States citizens, but, rather than
refer to themselves as estadounidenses, many Puerto Ricans and people

of Puerto Rican descent identify as puertorriquenos or boricuas. Before the
arrival of the Spaniards, the island of Puerto Rico was called Boriquén. At the
time the Spaniards arrived in 1493, it is estimated there were over 50,000
tainos, the native inhabitants of the island. The Puerto Rican community both
on the island and around the world are proud of their cultural heritage, to the
extent that even people of Puerto Rican descent who weren’t born on the
island refer to themselves as boricuas. Is there a Puerto Rican community in
your city or town?
